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Language came into life as a means of communication. It exists and is alive only through speech. When we speak about teaching of a foreign language, we first of all have in mind teaching it as a means of communication.

The communicative component includes purpose of training and the content of education in the formation of regional geographic knowledge and   provide the pupils with knowledge with realities of other country, its national culture, to enlarge their general outlook and, in turn, to raise the pupil’s interest to a foreign language they study. It also helps to generate the strong motivation. Developing listening skills is a valuable and important skill that can enhance communication and understanding in various aspects of life. So, at the lessons of English practice with students of Yessenov University teachers apply different methods and techniques to develop listening skills.
It is well known, that the techniques of developing listening skills in practice of teaching is not still profoundly developed. Though speaking and listening abilities are interrelated and interconnected, to achieve their stable development is possible only under condition of application of specially developed system of exercises for development of understanding the oral speech. Listening  is  the process of perception and understanding   speech. 

Listening  and comprehension are difficult for learners because they should discriminate speech sounds quickly, retain them while hearing a word, a phrase, or a sen​tence and recognize this as a sense unit. Pupils can easily and naturally do this in their own language and they cannot do this in a foreign language when they start learning the language. As we know, there are some certain types of listening skills as listening for gist, listening for main idea, intensive listening, and extensive listening. According to these skills students are given tasks. To listen for main idea students are asked: 

Who /what is the story/information about?
Who is the main character/ hero/thing?

If the learners are of low level, teachers can put such questions as: is it a positive or negative story? Is it historical? Is it geographical? etc.

Next skills as skimming or scanning might be used at the foreign language lessons with tasks:

Listen to the text attentively and find the year when the action is taking place; or find the professions that were mentioned in the text.
Teachers should remember that improving listening skills is an ongoing process that requires practice and self-awareness. By consistently applying some tips, students can enhance their  ability to listen effectively and foster better connections with those around them. 

Storytelling is a very good opportunity to develop listening: Sit in a circle with a group of people. The first person whispers a short story or message to the next person, who then whispers it to the next, and so on. The last person shares the message out loud. This activity highlights the importance of attentive listening and accurate communication.  To  reinforce students’ listening skills they should remember to practice different kinds of activities regularly.
To fulfil the task the teacher must train his pupils in listening comprehension beginning with the first lesson and throughout the whole period of instruction. These are the techniques the teacher uses for the purpose: 
1. The teacher uses the foreign language: when   giving   the   class   instructions;  when presenting new language material (words, sentence patterns); when checking pupils' comprehension;  when consolidating the material  presented. 

These are the cases when the target language is used as a means of communication and a means of teaching. Conducting a lesson in a foreign language gives the teacher an opportunity to develop pupils' abilities in listening; to train them in listening to him attentively during the lesson; to demonstrate the language as a means of communication; to provide favorable conditions for the assimilation of the language; to perfect his own speaking skills.

2. The teacher uses drill and speech exercises for developing listening comprehension.

We can group drill exercises into exercises designed for overcoming linguistic difficulties, and exercises which can eliminate psychological difficulties.

Drill exercises are quite indispensable to developing pupils' skills in listening comprehension.

Checking pupils' comprehension may be done in many ways depending on the stage of instruction, pupils' progress in the language, and other factors. In any case, however, it is necessary to proceed in order of complexity from mere recognition to reproduction. 
Thus, listening  skills as a kind of speech activity, should provide successful process of communications, develop ability of pupils to speak and understand the foreign language, and as this process  is rather difficult it is necessary to give more attention at schools to the this procedure. It is very important to raise the motivation of  pupils to understanding of  oral foreign speech. And after all to perfection of process of training to auding there are all preconditions: the techniques develops in modern time high rates, and there are more and more possibilities for the teachers appear to use various kinds of training. 
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
