	Teacher greets students. Teacher shows the pictures and asks students to predict the topic of the lesson.

	Teacher informs s-s that today they are going to focus on such timekeeping device as a Calendar.

1. Teacher asks s-s to fill  in the 1st column in the K-W-L Chart – write what you know about calendars.

2. Teacher asks s-s to fill  in the 2nd column in the K-W-L Chart – write what you want to know about calendars.

3. Teacher suggests  s-s to watch the video to find answers to their questions
	S-s write what they know about calendars for 2 min.
S-s write what they want to know about calendars.

S-s watch the video and answer the teacher’s questions.

	Teacher suggests s-s to learn more about two main calendars – Julian calendar and Gregorian calendar.

Teacher divides s-s into two groups and distributes texts about Julian calendar and Gregorian calendar.

Teacher asks s-s to read the texts in groups and make presentations about Julian calendar and Gregorian calendar.

Teacher reminds s- s Assessment Criteria for presentations:

1. Give as much information as possible ( at least 3 pieces of the important messages)

2. Give at least 2 details with supporting facts/examples

3. Introduce at least 3 unfamiliar words to others

4. All members of the group have to equally participate 

5. Time management - 10 minutes
