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Currently, digital skills are increasingly important for day-to-day life, including communication, accessing services, and employment.

We are also aware that people who have been excluded from the digital system can experience a variety of negative effects, including deteriorating health and social isolation.

However, the 21st century is undoubtedly the century of modern teachers who have mastered virtual skills.

Thus, the Department of World Languages conducted an interactive seminar on the topic “The relevance of developing digital literacy”. During the interactive seminar, we hope that students will gain virtual knowledge and skills about digital learning platforms such as Padlet, Jamboard, Edpuzzle, and Miro and utilize them in their future pedagogical practice.
